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TobAY IN MALAWI...

The Lutheran Hour Ministries (LHM)
staff and volunteers in Malawi have
been bringing God's Word to the people
there since 2002 using the full range of
media at their disposal.

LHM uses national radio broadcasts that
reach approximately 90 percent of the
population, and visit the sick in hospi-
tals, as well as reach out to children
through Bible studies in school, and
sports activities.

The ministry is most successful using its
free, eight-lesson Bible
Correspondence Course (BCC) for
adults. Published in English and the
native Chichewa languages, BCC has
an average of 20,000 active participants
each month. Of all the ministries con-
ducted by the ministry center, BCC
generates over 50 percent of ministry
responses. The lessons are written so
that people with no prior Biblical
knowledge can understand them. In
addition, prospective students, as well
as people requesting information on a
variety of topics, are encouraged to con-
tact the ministry by its use of newspaper
advertisements, news releases, feature
articles, pamphlets, stickers, music and
drama performances, and word of
mouth. These media are produced in a
variety of language dialects.

Graduates from the course have the
opportunity to attend Equipping the
Saints workshops, to help nurture and
equip them with basic skills and knowl-
edge to reach the lost with the love of
Christ. Lutheran church members are
encouraged to participate nationwide.
LHM staff and volunteers work tireless-
ly to reach the youth of Malawi as they
develop more programs geared toward

teaching the love of Jesus Christ. One
effort is developing a BCC designed
specifically for children.

Postage and telephone use is costly for
the people of Malawi. Therefore, the
ministry is also trying to make its
resources more affordable with aggres-
sive follow-up activities, and raising
money to print its materials in house.

RELIGION IN MALAWI...

Malawi has a variety of religious sects
and denominations practicing their faith
in freedom and tolerance. About 70 per-
cent of the population is Christian, 20
percent Muslim, and nearly 10 percent
are of more traditional animist beliefs.
Muslims are increasing their influence
in the country. According to a 1998 cen-
sus, only 12 percent of the population
was Muslim in contrast to today’s 20
percent. Most Christians belong to one
of the protestant churches founded by
missionaries in the late 19th century.
There are Muslims in the north espe-
cially along Lake Malawi---a legacy of
the Arabic slave traders operated in this
area.

Other faiths are becoming more popular
in urban areas. These include Hinduism,
Buddhism, and Satanism among many
smaller sects. According to LHM-
Malawi staff members, the poorer rural
residents are in greater danger of con-
verting to one of these others because
these teachings are associated with
material gains--not spiritual.
